· The edition of a book presenting the state of the art and a R&D roadmap on the Technical Committee topics will be proposed soon (the initial contacts and the definition of contents have already started).
· The development of activities for generating cross-cutting activities with other groups will be started soon (e.g. J. Barata and P. Leitão intend to start the approaching to the sub-committee on “Emergence and Complexity in Industrial Informatics” of the IES Technical Committee on Industrial Informatics).
· M. Ulieru is liaising between the Technical Committee on Industrial Agents and the Foundation for Intelligent Physical Agents (FIPA) to enable development of FIPA standards for networked embedded control systems and other emerging technologies as well as the deployment of the FIPA standards in the manufacturing industry.
5. Financial Aspects

· IES had allocated 3000 U$D to the TConIA for the period of 2008;
· 2000 U$D have been allocated as travel support for co-chairs and highly active members to attend the Technical Committee meetings. This amount of money has still to be paid and is planned to be used for a meeting of the Technical Committee to be organized in Portugal in December.

· 500 U$D have been allocated to support the setup and maintenance of our WebPage. This amount of money was recently requested but it was not yed paid.
· A new budget for 2009 and the corresponding allocation was already asked to IES.
